(a). ANNEXURE - 11

Guidelines for Scientific meetings, Seminar, etc., are not yet framed with respect to
the National IADVL conference and for those conferences endorsed by IADVL. It is
high time that the Central Council and General body should consider this issue and
the above mentioned guidelines are framed at the earliest.

This needs to be taken up by the CCM and AGBM

(b). It is hereby proposed to change the name of the Association to "Indian
Association of Dermatologists" (IAD)

All other national associations are so named. ""Venereologists" is an outdated term.
Dermatology includes STDs, AIDS and Leprosy.

After muchheateddebateanddiscussionshe proposalto changethe nameof IADVL to
IAD and all related issues were dropped.

(c). AIMS & OBJECTIVES:

(i). The promotion and advancement of Dermatology including STD, AIDS and
Leprosy.

(ii). Should be deleted. Instead it should be '"to produce and disseminate educational
material useful for the members"

(iii). To publish a journal known as "Indian Journal of Dermatology"

This was not acceptedas the move to changethe nameof the associationwas also
dropped.

(d). Page 6. A.1). State Branches
Branches may be formed in the states, individually or by group of states of India
Accepted and passed.

(e). Page 9.14. Chairman or Chairwoman; It should be read as Chairperson. All
subsequent such mentions should be changed.



Accepted and passed.

(f). Page 10. 16.A (ii) Last line: The word oration should be deleted. Now there is no
necessity for 5™ Oration.

Accepted and passed.

(g). Page 27 B (ii) The timing and time duration of the Inaugural function should be
decided by consultations among the Organizing Chairperson, Honorary General
Secretary and Scientific Committee Chairperson.

Accepted and passed.

(h). Page 30 (vi) "Reception Committee'" should be deleted. It should be read as
"Organizing Committee"

Accepted and passed.

(i). Page 31 (ii) The Annual Conference. 6™ and 7™ lines should read: The
Organizing Committee in consultation with the President should decide the
Registration fees for the Conference.

Accepted and passed.

(j). Page 32 (ii)(b) the last line: To delete Rs.25, 000/-for prize and oration and
should read as Rs.25, 000/- for prize.

Accepted and passed.
(k). GUIDELINES FOR THE NATIONAL CONFERNCE: ANNEXURE VI

INVITATION: The invitation to hold the conference should be extended by the
President of the state branch in writing, mentioning the venue. A copy of the
resolution of the said state branch General Body inviting the conference should
accompany the invitation.

The invitation should be accompanied by all the relevant details as per a proforma
prepared, regarding the suitability of the venue, capacity of the halls for the
scientific sessions, audio-visual facilities, acoustics of the conference halls, adequacy
of the food, exhibition, resting areas and adequacy of the hotel accommodation for
the delegates. The invitation should reach the Honorary General Secretary at least 6
months prior to the ensuing conference, which will consider the invitation.

CONFERENCE ARRANGEMENTS: On acceptance of the invitation, the President
will appoint a committee of three persons consisting of Senior Vice-President,



Honorary General Secretary and Honorary Treasurer, which will visit the venue
prior to the actual dates of the conference to ascertain the overall suitability of the
venue and arrangements for the conference as mentioned in the proforma submitted
along with the invitation to hold the conference.

If the conference sessions are to be held in a temporary structure, viz. a Pendal, its
safety aspects, legal clearances by the local authorities, substitute electric power
arrangements etc should be verified.

Accepted and passed.

ACCOUNTS: Besides local auditor appointed by the Organising Committee, an
external auditor should be appointed by the President in consultation with the
Honorary General Secretary and Honorary Treasurer, who will carry out recheck
audit of the accounts of the conference. This is to impart transparency as the
conference collections now reach crores of rupees. The final accounts should be
verified within one year of holding of the conference.

Accepted and passed.

FINANCES: The amount in excess of the expenditure incurred should be equally
divided among the Centre, the journal of the association and the local branch
hosting the conference. It is understood that the Centre will not have any
outstanding financial liability of the conference. It is the host state branch that is
responsible for all financial matters (arrangements).

Accepted and passed.
ID. Dr. Ganesh S.Pai, Past President, Mangalore (LM/KT/1858)

It is hereby proposed to extend the tenure of the post of Honorary General
Secretary and the Treasurer to THREE years instead of the existing TWO
years. This would facilitate the Honorary General Secretary and the Treasurer
to consolidate the IADVL work and show some improvements in the day to day
functioning of the Association.

As Dr.Ganesh S.Pai was absent during the discussion of this proposal it was dropped.
III). Dr.Sabyasachi Majumdar, Kolkata, (LM / WB / 2396)

A). In addition to the ten (10) important dates on page iii of our constitution, I
suggest to add two (2) more dates:

i). 1* June: The Organising Secretary of the National conference should send the
complete brochure with all the relevant information to all the members since
they are getting a lot of time (2 years in advance) for preparation of the
conference.

The housepassedhe aboveproposalwith 30" Juneof that particularyear asthe date
within which the Organizing Secretaryof Dermaconshould sendthe relevant
information to all the members.



ii). 1* August: should be fixed as a last date for early registration without any late
fee.

The houseacceptedand passedhe proposalwith 31° Augustasthe last datefor early
registration without any late fee.

B). There should be a ceiling of upper limit of Registration fees for the conference. I
suggest it to be Rs.1500/- (for early registration without any late fee) and
Rs.3500/- (spot registration). It was learnt from the Organising Secretary of the
Mumbai conference that every year the Registration fee will be increased by
10% as per provision of the IADVL Constitution. This is not true, as there is no
provision for such increase (vide page 31, part II, Bye law 11 of the
Constitution). However increasing the upper limit of Registration fees can be
considered at the interval of 5 years subject to approval of the General Body.

The housedebatedhis proposalanddecidedto keepthe following tariff for the ensuing
Dermacon 2006 as follows:

Lower limit Rs.1900/for Registratiorfeesfor the conferenceRs.800/for CME andthe
upper limit for the conference should not exceed Rs.4500/- (Spot Registration)

C). To run a parallel session reserved exclusively for superspecialties (STD & AIDS,
Leprosy, Dermatosurgery, Pediatric Dermatology, Cosmetology etc) since they
organise separate conference either annually or biennially.

The house discussed this proposal and dropped it.

D). To update the constitution once in 4 years and the members directory once in 2
years.

It wasdecidedto updateboththe Constitutionof IADVL andDirectory of Membersonce
in 4 years. This is more practical.

E). The Organising committee will be authorized to collect Registration fee for the
following year only after the current conference is over.

This was not accepted and it was rejected.

F). Members who will not inform their correct, complete and current address
should be suspended from the mailing list including mailing of Journal (IJDVL)
until they rectify it by themselves.

This proposal was not accepted by the AGBM.

1V). Dr.S.Sacchidanand, Honorary General Secretary, IADVL (LM/KT/1937)

A). Updating of the Life member's list is a daunting task. The burden should be
borne by the respective Branch Secretaries of updating every year. They should



make a separate list of the changes made and send it both to the National
Secretary and the Editor; otherwise it will be difficult to locate the changes
made in the mailing list. Each time I receive a new list of members from the
Branch Secretary, it adds that much extra burden on the Secretary.

It wasacceptedandpassedandall BranchSecretarieso take note of this proposaland
implement it.

B). Every time about 8 to 10% of the posts return without finding the addressee.
This is a very high number. The list of such names had been sent to the Branch
Secretaries and very few of them responded. It should be made mandatory for
all the Branch secretaries to update their state branch list and send the updated
version (separately showing the corrections made) to the Honorary General
Secretary during March of every year.

It was accepted and passed.

C). It is found that only 1/3" of the members cast their vote in every election! The
posting of ballot papers and return postage stamps cost a huge amount to the
Association. The practice of sending pre-paid envelopes to post the Ballot paper
should be dispensed and the members themselves should stick adequate stamps
and send it to the Election Officer.

It wasextensivelydebatedandthe proposalwasacceptedn principle. It wasdecidedto
make arrangementsvith the PostalDepartmentand stampfee to be paid by the
addressee (in this case IADVL) only for only the returned ballot papers.

D). For effective and speedy communication it is requested that all the Branch
Presidents and Secretaries should posses Email IDs compulsorily. We should be
marching in tune with the present times. The letterheads should contain
complete mailing list of the Office-bearers along with their telephone numbers
and Email ID.

It wasacceptedindpassedAll the memberavho takeup importantportfoliosin IADVL
shouldpossesanddisplaytheir namesaddressedelephonenumbersandemail IDs
compulsorily.

E). It is proposed that the master degree awarded to Post-graduate students in the
specialties of Dermatology, Venereology and Leprology should hence forth be
re-designated as M.S. (Dermatology, Dermatosurgery & S.T.D) instead of the
existing M.D. (Dermatology & S.T.D). Since many centers have taken up
Dermato-surgery in a big way, this change is inevitable as on the lines of M.S.
(Ob & Gyn) that was recently changed.

This proposal was referred to the Academic Committee headed by Dr.Jayakar Thomas

F). As per the constitution the fees for various types of memberships needs to be
changed once in two years. It has not been done since the last four years. Hence
it is proposed to increase the memberships as follows:

(i). Life-membership fees: Rs.1800 (1500); CFC: 300 (250); JC: 1200 (1000); and for
the local Branch 300 (250)



(ii). Ordinary membership fees: Rs.200 (150); CFC 40 (25); JC: 120 (100); and for
the local branch 40 (25)

(iii). Associate membership fees: Rs.180 (110); CFC 30 (20); JC: 120 (90); and for
the local branch 30 (20)

(iv). Annual membership fees for overseas members will be USD 120.

This has already been implemented with the permission of the previous AGBM.
V). RANBAXY: Proposal for GP certification course endorsement by IADVL

It is proposed to start a scientific certification course for the General Practitioners
after they complete a course on "Common Dermatological conditions". The
course is proposed to be conducted by IADVL through 6 modules (Each module
lasting 2 days) and the topics covered would be:

i). Classification of skin lesions.

ii). Diagnosis and management of fungal infections
iii). Diagnosis and management of Eczema

iv). Acne - Aetiology and pathogenesis

v). Pharmacotherapy of Acne

vi). Role of moisturizing factors in Dermatology.

25 - 30 GPs per venue would be trained each time. 18 venues namely Chennai,
Bangalore, Hyderabad, Cochin, Mumbai, Nagpur, Ahmedabad, Kolkata,
Jaipur, Guwahati, Patna, Cuttack, Lucknow, Ghaziabad, Chandigarh, New
Delhi, Pune and Bhopal are selected for this purpose.

The trainers would be jointly be identified by IADVL and CROSLANDS. Each
venue would have 4 to 5 IADVL recommended Dermatologists who would be
conducting the modules. These trainers would meet twice a year for "Training
the trainers program' at Mumbai. No brand promotion will be done. The entire
expenses of the courses would be borne by Croslands.

The houseobjectedand questionedr.S.Sacchidanandsto why this proposalwas put
up asoneof the Agenda.Proposalsanbe sentonly by anindividual memberLM &
OM) or by an Office-bearerof IADVL (both Central& Statebranchespndby any
Statebranch.None otherscan sendany such proposals.Thus the proposalwas
dropped without any discussion.



FRESH PROPOSALS TO BE DISCUSSED (RECEIVED DURING 2004)

1). Uday Khopkar, Editor — IJDVL (LM/M/728)

1) The web site of [IJIDVL has turned out to be very popular. Since the full text
of articles has been made available in 8 international languages (besides
English), this has improved our visibility greatly. We can now hope that
IJDVL articles will be quoted much more frequently than before. As of today
(Aug 2004) the site is being visited by about 1000 persons daily. We have
crossed the number of one-lakh visitors since 15™ March when we started
uploading full text of the articles. The work of uploading of last 3 years’ back
issues of IJIDVL on its web site will get over by December 2004. Procter and
Gamble sponsored the cost of this work and this was in addition to all the
support that they had promised for the IADVL/IJDVL web sites as per our
agreement. However, it would be appropriate to upload all the issues from
1991-2000. P & G has expressed its inability to sponsor this although their
commitment for supporting routine work on the web site up to 2006 still
stands. The cost involved for this additional work is Rs. 3 lakh. I propose that
IADVL pay this up from the central funds that are reserved for IJDVL
contingencies.

This was accepted and passed.

2) My tenure for the Editor’s post ends in January 2006. From my personal
experience, I can state that it takes some time to get used to all the processes
involved with editing of any journal and now the additional responsibilities
of maintaining the two web sites of IJIDVL (www.journalonweb.com/ijdvl &
www.ijdvl.com) . This is likely to result in delays and backlogs (that we are
just getting rid of) and which we can’t afford at every transition, particularly
since we are going for indexing. Hence, I recommend that the Editor be
chosen one year in advance just like the President. This would give adequate
time to the future editor to get used to all the technicalities of the job
including maintaining of the web sites. During this year, the selected Editor
may gradually take over the responsibility of maintaining the web sites,
which can be operated from anywhere. This is particularly important since
all the articles are being processed online on the web site and by the time the
Editor takes over, he/she will be familiar with the material being submitted
to the journal, thereby continuing printing of the journal without delay.




Therefore I request you to choose in 2005 the Editor who will take over the
journal from 2006.

The houselaudedthe excellentwork beingdoneby Dr.Uday Khopkarand his teamin
bringing out IIDVL, which is in no way inferior to any InternationalJournal.lt was
decidedto uploadat leastthe last 10 yearsarticlesof IJDVL at presentandgraduallyall
the previous issues could be uploaded.

Thehouserequestedr.UdayS.Khopkarto continuewith his goodwork andcontinueas
the Chief Editor of IJDVL for anotherterm (3 years,from 2006 to 2008); Dr.Uday
S.Khopkargracefullyacceptedhe same.t wasalsodecidedto appointa Committeeto
select the next Chief Editor at least one year in advance.

2). Dr.V.Gowri, Organizing secretary, Dermacon 2006, Hyderabad (LM/AP/7)

(i) To increase the registration fee by 10% from Dermacon 2005, for all
categories of delegates
Thehouseallowedthe hike of conferencdeesby only Rs.200/{Rs.100/for Conference
and Rs.100/- for CME)

(ii) To grant an advance of 10,00,000 to Dermacon 2006, which will be paid back
after the conference.

The house agreed to advance a sum of Rs.5, 00,000/- Dr.V.Gowri has to return the money
well beforeDermacon2007.Dr.S.D.N.Guptammediatelyhandedover a chequeof
Rs.5,00,000/-to Dr.V.Gowri. The houseappreciatedhis move by the Honorary
Treasurer.

3). Dr.Jayakar Thomas, Chennai, Past President, IADVL (LM/KT/1868)

Dr.Jayakar Thomas has forwarded a letter through the Secretary, Karnataka —
Tamilnadu Branch of IADVL, bidding for hosting the 35™ National Conference
of IADVL at Chennai during January 2007.

Chennai would be the Venue for thala&®nal Conferenceof IADVL
(DERMACON 2007).Dr.K.N.Sarveswarwasappointedasthe OrganizingSecretary
for Dermacon 2007

4). Dr.S.D.N.Guptha, Bangalore, Honorary Treasurer, IADVL (2002 - 05),
(LM/KT/1892)

(i). The fixed deposit kept in the name of IJDVL should be increased every year by
contributions from every member (for Eg., Rs.200/- p.a.) till sufficient funds
accumulate and the journal should be able to run on its own money.



Dependency on advertisements from Pharma companies can be reduced and the
journal can be made self-sufficient.

The house discussed this issue and did not accept the proposal

(ii). The accounts of the Association to be presented during the AGBM for the
closing year should be till the end of 30™ November of that particular year and
not 31% December as is the practice. This will give us enough time to prepare
and circulate the accounts along with the Meeting Notice booklet sent to all the
members. As of now we will have very little time to print and circulate the same.

This proposal was accepted and passed.

5). Dr.S.Sacchidanand, Bangalore, Honorary General Secretary, IADVL (2002 -05),
LM/KT/1937)

(i). I seek permission of the house to host the Regional Conference of Dermatology
proposed by ISD during 2006 or 2007 at Bangalore.

This proposal was accepted and passed.

(ii). I seek permission of the house to conduct the Asian Dermatology Association
Conference during the year 2008 at Bangalore.

This proposal was accepted and passed.

(iii). I seek permission of the house to bid for conducting of World Congress of
Dermatology at Bangalore, during WCD 2007 at Rio De Janeiro for the year
2012.

This proposal was accepted and passed.

6). Dr.Raghubeer Banerjee, Consultant Dermatologist, Asansol (LM/WB/2469)

Please consider the issue of having our national congress a bit earlier in December
to ensure better participation of members and their family. HOPE we can find
some takers for this.

Sincethe senderof the proposalwas not presentduring the meeting,this proposalwas
dropped.

7). Dr.Virendra Sehgal, New Delhi, Past President (LM/ND/1422)

Should the past editor(s) be on advisory editorial board of Indian Journal of
Dermatology- Venereology and Leprosy? It’s a very crucial issue, the AGM may
decide on an appropriate action.

Dr.Uday S.Khopkarclarified on this issue.The houseresolvedthat Dr.V.N.SehgalOs
namebeincludedin the Editorial Advisory Boardof IJDVL to respeceandhonorhim
for being on the Editorial Board of International Journal of Dermatology.



8). Dr.M.N.Venkatram, Bangalore, (LM/KT/3211)

A) The present advertisement rates in IADVL are too prohibitive and
discourage many potential advertisers from advertising. As per the current policy
(given to me by the editor) now the journal accepts only full-page advertisements in
five issues continuously the cost is Rs. 75000). Rules should be changed as follows:

1. To permit half page/column advertisement in a single issue-this will encourage
advertisements for courses and vacancy positions.

2. The journal should include a calendar of events of all dermatology conferences in
India and also abroad. Both AAD and IJD publish such calendar of events. All state
associations should be asked to submit information about their events to the editor.

In short the journal should reflect not only the academic publications but also the
events. It should allow advertisements for various vacancy positions for
dermatologists by different institutions, as is the case in almost all journal-IMA,
BJD, Lancet, AAD archives etc. In addition to making the journal more useful, also
feel this will bring in more revenues to the journal.

B) The present duty structure for narrow band UVB tubes is very high and is
making the treatment prohibitive for patients from lower strata of society. IADVL
should take up the subject formally with concerned authorities in both central and
state governments to reduce duty on narrow band tubes.

C). As for I know the present IADVL text book was written many years old- it is
perhaps time to bring out the next edition

9). Dr.Kalyan Banerjee, Past President, IADVL (LM/WB/ 2391)

1. Registration fees for national cong IADVL should be fixed at Rs. 1500/-
considering young Members of IADVL.

2. Fix a regular date for the National convention. Due to exams during the month of
January it is inconvenient for many members to attend. I propose to fix the date
between 25th to 31st December every year when every university and institute are
closed.

members.

Subsequent communications need be sent to those who have registered only.

A programme schedule should reach the registered delegates at least one

week in advance.

The org. secretary should be available over phone to clarify doubts.

6. The event managers, if any, should act through the organizing secretary who
should be directly responsible to the members.

7. All scientific programmes should have the endorsement of the central
scientific committee. Any change should be informed to all members of the
committee and their concurrence secured.

8. The audited accounts of the conference should be circulated to all members
of IADVL.
