Announcement for AAD Scholarships for 2009
Electronic poster presentation scholarship from AAD
Applications are being solicited for scholarship awards for attendance at the 67th Annual Meeting of the American Academy of Dermatology to be held March 6-10, 2009 in San Francisco, California under the international scholarship program for developing countries administered by the World Congress Fund Review Task Force of the American Academy of Dermatology.

Applicants must be within five years of the completion of their dermatology training at the time of the meeting and must submit a poster abstract application for consideration by the program committee.  Successful candidates will need to prepare an electronic poster presentation based on their abstract for display at the meeting.  

Awardees will be provided with complimentary registration for the meeting as well as complimentary registration for one course (the fees for these will be waived), and will be given an allowance of $1,500, which will be provided to the awardees at the Annual Meeting.
Please note that the scholarship program does not include any specific travel expenses.  

Societies may nominate (1) to (4) individuals for this award, but please remember that the number of scholarships that will be awarded is limited to two per country.  

An individual will be eligible for this scholarship only one time during their career.

Applicants may submit an abstract of the poster (in MS Word format) to the Honorary General Secretary of IADVL by 30th May 2008 for consideration by the committee formed by the President, as the application deadline is July 1, 2008.

Final application will have to be submitted online by July 1st, along with the nomination letter from the Secretary of the society (IADVL)
 

IADVL – AAD reciprocal scholarship 2009

In 2008, the Indian Association of Dermatologists, Venerologists and Leprologists and the American Academy of Dermatology initiated a reciprocal scholarship program in the interest of furthering the relationship of the Academy with the IADVL and dermatologists in India.  In part, the program gives young dermatologists from India an opportunity to attend the Annual Meeting of the Academy.  In 2009, the Annual Meeting of the American Academy of Dermatology will be held in San Francisco, California, March 6-10th. 

The selected individuals will also be provided with complimentary tuition to a one or two-day postgraduate course of their choice (subject to availability of space in the course).  These scholarships are available only to those individuals who have not received a previous registration scholarship from this program.  

The Academy will provide grants for $500 to each of these physicians.  The checks will be distributed at the International Scholarship Dinner/Reception on Thursday, March 5th, 2009.

Kindly send you complete CV and a letter addressed to the president IADVL stating the reason ‘why  you must be selected for this scholarship’ before 30th July 2008 to Hon. General Secretary of IADVL.

Nominations must be submitted by IADVL, along with a letter of endorsement for each individual.  

The selected individuals will then be required to submit an abbreviated curriculum vita (1-2 pages) to IADVL headquarters (Honorary General Secretary) for submission with the form. 

Last date for submitting the nominations by IADVL is September 1, 2008.
